Reader: A reading from Ephesians 
3 For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for the 
sake of you Gentiles— 2 if indeed you have heard of 
the administration of God’s grace which was given to me for 
you; 3 that by revelation there was made known to me the 
mystery, as I wrote before briefly. 4 By referring to this, when 
you read you can understand my insight into the mystery of 
Christ, 5 which in other generations was not made known 
to mankind, as it has now been revealed to His holy apostles 
and prophets in the Spirit; 6 to be specific, that the Gentiles 
are fellow heirs and fellow members of the body, and fellow 
partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the 
gospel, 7 of which I was made a minister, according to the 
gift of God’s grace which was given to me according to the 
working of His power. 8 To me, the very least of all saints, 
this grace was given, to preach to the Gentiles the 
unfathomable riches of Christ, 9 and to enlighten all people 
as to what the plan of the mystery is which for ages has 
been hidden in God, who created all things; 10 so that the 
multifaceted wisdom of God might now be made known 
through the church to the rulers and the authorities in the 
heavenly places. 11 This was in accordance with the eternal 
purpose which He carried out in Christ Jesus our Lord, 12 in 
whom we have boldness and confident access through 
faith in Him.

of the Jews? For we saw His star in the east and have come 
to worship Him.” 3 When Herod the king heard this, he was 
troubled, and all Jerusalem with him. 4 And gathering 
together all the chief priests and scribes of the people, he 
inquired of them where the Messiah was to be born. 5 They 
said to him, “In Bethlehem of Judea; for this is what has 
been written by the prophet: 
6 ‘And you, Bethlehem, land of Judah, 
Are by no means least among the leaders of Judah; 
For from you will come forth a Ruler 
Who will shepherd My people Israel.’” 
7 Then Herod secretly called for the magi and determined 
from them the exact time the star appeared. 8 And he sent 
them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and search carefully for 
the Child; and when you have found Him, report to me, so 
that I too may come and worship Him.” 9 After hearing the 
king, they went on their way; and behold, the star, which 
they had seen in the east, went on ahead of them until it 
came to a stop over the place where the Child was to be 
found. 10 When they saw the star, they rejoiced exceedingly 
with great joy. 11 And after they came into the house, they 
saw the Child with His mother Mary; and they fell down 
and worshiped Him. Then they opened their treasures and 
presented to Him gifts of gold, frankincense, and 
myrrh. 12 And after being warned by God in a dream not to 
return to Herod, the magi left for their own country by 
another way.
